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Age 5-7 Worksheet

Summary: Mr Valdez takes the class on a dairy farm visit. 
They meet Mrs Jenkins, the farmer, and learn about how milk is produced.

Suggested age: 7-8 years old.

Key themes: 
· Milk is produced by dairy cows.
· The milking process.
· Milk is made into other foods, like yogurt and cheese.
· Milk provides calcium – an important nutrient.

Teacher notes:
· Read The farm visit story with your class.  You could print the PowerPoint and read it like a book, or show it as a PowerPoint on an interactive whiteboard.  
· Show The farm visit video – this includes the audio for the book.
· Ask the children the Key questions to help them engage with the story.  
· Use all or some of the resources to carry the Key themes into across your curriculum. 
· In the story Alisha offers her wrap to Jordan. You may wish to talk about this with your class, as your schools may not allow children to share foods (for example, due to allergies). (The story does not show Jordan taking the wrap.)
· Allow children to explore the online interactive activity entitled The farm visit.

· Where does milk come from?
· How are the cows milked?
· How much milk does a cow produce each day?
· What is Jordan’s favourite food?
· What foods can be made from milk?
· What word beginning with C, which is in milk, helps gives us strong bones?
· What drink, starting with M, can help keep us hydrated?

Open 
· What dishes are made from milk and dairy foods?

Own experience
· Has anyone been to a farm before? What did they see?
· Has anyone been to a dairy farm before?
