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Summary: The Food investigators welcomed students from China to their school and explored Chinese cuisine and cheese-making.

Suggested age: 10-11 years old.

Key themes: 
· Foods from around the world/multi-cultural foods – China.
· Tasting different foods.
· Where food comes from – pak choi / cheese.

Teacher notes:
· Read The exciting guests story with your class.  You could print the PowerPoint and read it like a book, or show it as a PowerPoint on an interactive whiteboard.  
· Show The exciting guests video – this includes the audio for the book.
· Ask the children the Key questions to help them engage with the story.  
· Use all or some of the resources to carry the Key themes across your curriculum. 
· Allow children to explore the online interactive activity entitled The exciting guests.
