· Cows come into the collecting yards once to twice a day and taken into the milking parlour.
· Herdsman or farmer wipes the cow’s udders using a clean paper towel.
· Foremilk is stripped.
· One cup is applied to each teat from the cluster.
· Vacuum draws milk from the udder.
· Cluster detaches when the cow has been milked out properly.
· Antibacterial spray is applied to each teat.
· Cows are let out of the parlour once all the cows in that row have been milked.

The milk passes through a plate heat exchanger to reduce the temperature to between 1 to 4°C before being stored in a refrigerated bulk tank.
